What are school federations?
Schools will federate or ‘come together’ for a number of reasons;

e Schools pooling resources and expertise, leading to financial sustainability and educational
benefits.

e Improved staffing, as larger schools are more able to attract and retain high-quality teachers
and leaders.

¢ Improved governance — sharing a board and reducing the need for constant recruitment.

e Improvements in teaching and learning, behaviour and achievement, sharing workloads with
staff.

e A broader and richer curriculum — more staff sharing responsibilities across two schools,
greater opportunities.

e Shared opportunities with learning environments — sports field, forest school.

e The schools will remain unique, benefitting from the smaller ‘family’ environment, but also
being able to link in with a larger school community to our best advantage.
